» Please remember to wear your safety vest.

* Please mark the time and date on your labels of when you collected the sample. None of the
sample times should be the same unless you are a time traveler : )

* Remember to sign in your samples in the lock box then place your sample in the cooler. Both
coolers use the same code.

 Sign your sample into the cooler with the drop off time.

» Keep the cooler lid closed as much as possible

* Remember to grab bottles for the following month. It's always helpful to have a spare bottle in
case one accidentally "jumps" into the creek.

« If there is not enough water to sample, fill out label saying dry, or too low to sample,then attached
to a bottle and place in the cooler.

» Duplicate samples - when you sign them into the cooler, put the number "2" next to the sample
ID.
